HIGH GLOSS
LAMINATE WORKTOPS

Due to changing lifestyles and fashions, high gloss laminate worktops are at
the forefront of the kitchen work surface area. Available in two colours,
high gloss laminate worktops have an enhanced gloss finish, which provides
superior abrasion resistance. The smooth surface gives a highly
contemporary, professional image, making it hygienic and easy to clean.
Matching 6mm up-stands are also available to suit your kitchen.

NOTE: High gloss laminate worktops look great, but can require a little more care in
the working kitchen. They are prone to scratch more easily, which is not
covered by the Paula Rosa guarantee.

LAMINATE UPSTAND

Our laminate upstands are designed for use as splashback strips or panels
above any of our laminate worktop types. The material is suitable for use
behind sinks and hobs, as it is both impervious to water and resistant to
heat (minimum clearance of 50mm behind gas hobs required as stated in
BS6172 or less if stipulated by hob manufacturer’s installation instructions).
The material has a dark brown solid laminate core with surface finishes
to match all of our current worktop colours.

Upstands are either available as 2050mm long strips in heights of 100,
135 or 150mm (factory edged on one long edge only) or non-edged custom
panels cut from full sheets.

Strips and panels are supplied with additional matching loose 0.8mm
laminate, for edging exposed ends on-site.

WORKTOP SPECIFICATIONS

Worktop Materials

All laminate worktops consist of a particleboard core that is 38mm thick.
High pressure laminate is bonded to the upper surface (and over the
radiused front edge in the case of postformed worktops) and a balancing
paper is applied to the underside. All postformed worktops are supplied
with two matching laminate strips for edging any exposed worktop ends
on site. The rear edges of all worktops are pre-treated to prevent moisture
ingress. All Paula Rosa laminate worktops (except high gloss) meet the
FIRA Gold Award specification for Domestic Kitchen Worktops which
includes the following:

* FIRA assessment for sharp edges and visual defects

+» Performance testing to BS6222 1999 Part 3 for durability of surface finish
and adhesion of surfacing and edging materials

+ Testing by FIRA for response in conditions of low and medium humidity

+ Particleboard substrate meeting the requirements of BS EN 312 Part 2 and
is classified as being of type E1 for Formaldehyde emissions

» Performance testing of high pressure laminate to BS EN 438 1991 for
horizontal general purpose postforming
